GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS

MT.VERNON CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION

A. Signs: No signs of any kind may be displayed to public view. A unit owner may display in a respectful way, one portable/removal American flag and on designated days (Armed Forces Day, Memorial Day, Flag Day, Independence Day, Veteran’s Day) may display a portable/removable flag of no larger than 4 ½ ft by 6 ft of the United States Army, Navy, Air Force, Marine Corps, Coast Guard.

B. Assessments; Late Date & Late Fee: Assessments are late after the 15th of each month. An administrative late fee of $25 will be assessed on the 16th of each month if not received by due date. Additional interest and fees may be assessed to unpaid assessments after the 16th, as outlined by the FL statutes.
C. Violation Penalties: The Board has the right to fine unit(s) up to $100 per day for up to 10 days for each occurrence of violation(s) not corrected. A notice will be given to the violation with a correction date. Please adhere to these notices to avoid fine and penalty.

D. Pets: No more than (2) pets per unit of customary household pets are permitted. (Cats, dogs, fish & birds) Limit of 30lbs per pet. Aquariums must weigh less than 200 lbs. No such pet(s) may be a nuisance, destruction or disturbance to the property. Owners are required to immediately remove any waste from their pet from any location of the property including but not limited to lawns, walks, driveways and parking areas. “Doggy bags” of pet waste may not be disposed of in common area trash receptacles. 
E. Lease Restrictions: Owner(s) intending to lease their unit must complete the Association application process AND receive approval from the Board before the tenant(s) may reside at the property. A minimum of 7 month lease is required on all units, sub-leasing is prohibited.
F. Move in/Move Out Procedures: The Association strongly recommends using a professional moving company however all residents moving in or out of the property is reminded that they will be held responsible for any damage to the Association’s common areas. This includes carpeted areas, elevator, stairwells, hallways, doors etc. Do not drag items/furniture along the walkways/stairs, use proper equipment for lifting items/furniture. Moving in/out is restricted to the hours of 9:00 am to 8:00 pm.
G. Parking: One assigned parking space per unit. Additional parking spaces marked “RESERVED” are available for guests/additional vehicles available at a first come basis. The parking lot is for resident use only. No vehicle which cannot operate on its own power shall not remain on the condominium property for more than 48 hours and no vehicle shall be repaired on the condominium property. Campers, RV’s, boats, boat trailers, watercrafts etc. are NOT allowed on the property.
H. Bicycles: Bicycles must be stored either in your unit, your designated storage unit or the outdoor bike rack. Use of the bike rack is at the owner’s risk. Please be sure to properly secure your bike with a heavy duty bike lock(s), recommended to secure both the bike frame and front tire.
I. Owner’s Responsibility: Unit owner(s) are responsible for the maintenance, repair and replacement of their door, windows, window screens and air conditioning unit.
J. Common Elements: Residents may not alter the common areas in any way without first obtaining board approval. Fire exits shall not be obstructed in any manner; any problems with fire protection equipment must be reported to the management for immediate correction.
K. Roof: Access or use of the roof is strictly prohibited to all owners, residents, guests. Only licensed and insured contractors may be on the roof for intent of repairs and/or air conditioning services.
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L. Storage Areas: Each unit is assigned one storage unit in the basement. Empty storage units are not available for another unit’s use; do not store your items in another assigned unit. All personal items must be stored inside your assigned area; all items outside of the storage unit may be subject to disposal. Association property may not be utilized or restricted for the exclusive use of any resident or unit owner except “limited common elements” as defined in the condominium documents. 
M. Use of Common Areas: The lobby and kitchen area is available for use by the residents for social gatherings/private events. The facilities within the complex are NOT available for rent. To use the lobby and/or kitchen area for a private function; please post a notice on the bulletin board notifying all residents of the time and date of use, remove all trash, vacuum immediately after function is complete. After use, the areas are to be returned to its original clean, good condition. The workout room/machines may be used by all residents at any time. Use equipment at own risk, unsupervised minors may not use the workout room. Be sure to clean all equipment used, remove all trash and personal belongings. Children of guests must be supervised by their parents or the unit owner they are visiting.
N. No Smoking: No smoking indoors except in your unit (if allowed by owner). Do no litter; properly dispose of all cigarettes/cigars outside of the building.

O. General Maintenance: The Association DOES NOT employ 24 hour maintenance staff therefore spills, trash etc as they happen need to be cleaned up by the resident(s). If repeated incidents seem to be occurring, please notify the management office. No articles shall be hung or shaken from any unit onto the common elements of the condominium property.
P. Peaceful and Cohesive Living: Community living requires being respectful of all residents, being proactive in reporting a maintenance issue to the management and/or BOD and being mindful of noise whether inside your unit and/or while using any of the common areas. Quiet hours constitute “no loud noises” after 9:00 pm or before 8:00 am every day. Each resident should be courteous to their neighbors however if there is a disturbance or problem to be addressed with another resident, the Association encourages the residents address them amongst themselves.

Q. Pool Use/Restrictions: The pool is for use of residents and their guests only, at their own risk. The pool/pool area may only be used during daylight hours. The pool gates must be closed and locked at all times.
R. Use of Charcoal, propane, hibachis or any other type of “fire” grills/bbq is strictly prohibited. No flammable, combustible, or explosive substances shall be kept in any unit or storage area or upon the common elements of the condominium property, except such substances that are required for normal household use.
S. Bulletin Board: The conspicuous place on the condominium property for the purposes of posting meeting notices is hereby declared to be the central mail box and information center. 
This does not include all governing rules and regulations for Mt. Vernon Condominium Association. Please refer to the Association’s Declaration of Covenants & Bylaws for the entire governing bylaws.
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
